PLANNING AND SERVICE

In order to facilitate implementation of the District’s programs, we solicited
assistance from other agencies and organizations assistance on a regular basis.

A. Discussion with other agencies on water quality issues and
possible projects. No action was taken but possible projects are
being considered.

B. Continued support for the current Farm Bill.

E. Continued the Civil Rights policy with NRCS on minority outreach
programs to ensure that all land users are aware of assistance
available to them.

F. Conservation planning assistance was provided to cooperators who
requested assistance.

G. Support the Elko County Commissioners on their Elko County Sage
Grouse Management Conservation Strategy Plan.

H. Continued noxious weed abatement in Bishop Creek watershed.
