C. Discussion and review of SB 81, a bill assigned to Senate Government Affairs 
which “Revises provisions relating to the management and appropriation of water 
and further defines management areas.”  This bill was drafted and submitted by the 
DCNR Division of Water Resources.  The bill is still undergoing changes and has 
been substantially amended to this point.
